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V Encontro Luso-Brasileiro de Conservacgao
e Restauro — uma nota introdutoria

5th Portuguese-Brazilian Conference on

Conservation and Restoration —
an introductory note

Em finais de 2019 decorreu a 5* edicio dos Encontros
Luso-Brasileiros de Conservagdo e Restauro, organizado
pelo CITAR (Universidade Catélica Portuguesa), com a
colaborac¢io da Universidade Federal do Rio de Janeiro
(UFR)). Durante os dias 9 e 10 de dezembro foram debatidas
tematicas relacionadas com realidades préximas como
o tragico incéndio no Museu Nacional do Rio de Janeiro,
ocorrido pouco mais de um ano antes; os desafios colocados
pela conservagdo dos novos media, arte contemporinea e
cole¢Bes cientificas, bem como com a preservacio de bens
culturais ditos mais “tradicionais”; sem descurar a necessaria
reflex3o conjunta sobre a formagio dos profissionais de
conservagao e restauro, nos dois lados do Atlantico.

Para os 6 temas em andlise, podemos contar com Samuel
Franco Arce, Diretor Executivo do Centro de Recuperagao
Cultural do ICOM Guatemala e membro do ICCROM e
AVICOM, como orador convidado sobre a Prevengio e gestio de
riscos e recuperagdo de desastres. A importancia dos primeiros
auxilios ao patriménio e espagos envolventes em situagoes
de crise ou emergéncia foi sublinhada e realgado o papel
do conservador-restaurador dentro de uma equipa mais
vasta. Na mesma linha, foi apresentada pela Isabel Raposo
Magalh3es a versio portuguesa do manual Patriménio
em risco: Evacuagio de Emergéncia de Colegdes Patrimoniais,
elaborado em conjunto pela UNESCO e ICCROM em 2016 e
recém-traduzido em 2019.

Nos Desafios da conservagdo contemporinea e das novas
tecnologias, Lino Garcia Morales, da Universidad Politécnica
de Madrid, foi o orador convidado, tendo-nos apresentado
a problematica da conservagao dos novos media devido a
complexidade técnica e a rapida obsolescéncia tecnolédgica
em que estdo envolvidos. No entanto, através da sua Teoria
de la Conservacion Evolutiva também apontou estratégias e
alternativas, quer para o préprio processo de criagao, quer
para as posteriores recriagoes.

Na Preservagio de colegdes historicas e cientificas podemos
constatar a diversidade dos espdlios e a importincia do
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contexto como elemento unificador e de referéncia para as
opgoes de tratamento. Nas cole¢des cientificas pertencentes
a museus universitirios ou a outras entidades, ficou
patente a irea emergente que exige novas abordagens de
conservagao e restauro e a necessidade de articulagio com
especialistas de um amplo espectro cientifico.

As tematicas da Conservagdo de bens culturais em suportes
téxteis e a Conservagdo e restauro de bens culturais moveis e
integrados em madeira foram direcionadas para intervengoes
em dreas que ainda n3o tinham sido alvo de atengdo nas
edicOes anteriores e que se sentia ser a altura de promover,
nomeadamente a divulgacdo das boas praticas e dos
desenvolvimentos havidos nessas especialidades.

A semelhanca de outros Encontros, houve espago para
abordar a formagdo em conservagio e restauro em Novos
paradigmas para a formagdo e conservagdo e restauro: inovagoes e
avangos tecnolégicos. Os ajustes de curricula académicos para
as necessidades da conservagao de arte contemporinea no
Brasil foram discutidos, sendo igualmente apresentadas os
desafios colocados por outras especializagdes. Os avangos
tecnoldgicos com o recurso a ferramentas digitais, estudos
de estabilidade de materiais e monitoriza¢io ambiental
foram também abrangidos nesta temdtica.

O Encontro contou com 44 comunicagdes orais
distribuidas pelas 6 sessdes temdticas e 20 posters,
apresentados em 5 sessdes publicas. A afluéncia do puablico
contabilizou 123 pessoas, sendo de realgar a numerosa
participagio dos brasileiros, apesar das dificuldades
com que as universidades se deparavam. A participacio
espanhola também veio demonstrar o reconhecimento que
os Encontros Luso-Brasileiros tém vindo a despertar nos
pares mais préximos e cuja plataforma tem servido para a
aproximagao académica e de investigagdo.

A dedicagio deste numero temditico pela revista
Conservar Patriménio vem contribuir para a valoriza¢io
destes Encontros através da divulgacio dos trabalhos
apresentados e para uma subsequente consolidag¢do da area.
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sth Portuguese-Brazilian Conference on Conservation and Restoration — an introductory note

At the end of 2019, the 5th edition of the Portuguese-
Brazilian Conference on Conservation and Restoration
took place, and was organized by CITAR (Catholic
University of Portugal) in collaboration with the Federal
University of Rio de Janeiro. During the oth and 10th of
December topics were discussed related to recent events,
such as the tragic fire in the National Museum of Rio de
Janeiro, which occurred just over a year earlier; to the
challenges posed by the conservation of new media art,
contemporary art and scientific collections, as well as to
the preservation of so-called more "traditional" cultural
assets; without neglecting the necessary joint reflections
about training on conservation and restoration on both
sides of the Atlantic.

Under the 6 topics at debate, we could count with the
keynote speaker Samuel Franco Arce, Executive Director
of the Cultural Recovery Center of ICOM Guatemala
and member of ICCROM and AVICOM, within the topic
Risk Prevention and Management and Disaster Recovery. The
importance of first aid to heritage and its surroundings
in crisis or emergency situations was underlined and
the role of the conservator-restorer within a wider team,
was highlighted. In the same perspective, Isabel Raposo
Magalh3es presented the Portuguese version of the
Endangered Heritage: Emergency Evacuation of Heritage
Collections manual, published by UNESCO and ICCROM in
2016 and recently translated, in 2019.

Under the topic Challenges of contemporary conservation and
new technologies, Lino Garcia Morales, from the Universidad
Politécnica de Madrid, was the keynote speaker, presenting
us with the problem of conservation of new media art
due to the technical complexity and rapid technological
obsolescence in which they are involved. However, through
his Teoria de la Conservacion Evolutiva, he also pointed out
strategies and alternatives, both for the creation process
itself and for subsequent recreations.

In Preservation of historical and scientific collections topic,
we could testify the diversity of the collections and the
importance of the context as a unifying and reference
element for treatment options. In the scientific collections
belonging to university museums or other entities, it became
evident that this emerging area requires new approaches to

conservation and restoration and the need for articulation
with specialists from a wide scientific spectrum.

The topics of Conservation of cultural assets on textile
supports and the Conservation and restoration of wooden
movable and integrated cultural heritage were directed towards
interventions in areas that had not yet been the subject of
attention in previous editions, and which we felt to be the
time to promote, namely the dissemination of good practices
and developments in these specialities.

There was also time to address training in conservation
and restoration in New paradigms for training and conservation
and restoration: innovations and technological advances
topic. Adjustments of academic curricula to the needs of
contemporary art conservation in Brazil were discussed,
and challenges posed by other specializations were also
presented. Technological advances using digital tools,
studies on material stability and environmental monitoring
were also covered in this theme.

The Conference had 44 oral presentations distributed
over 6 thematic sessions and 20 posters, presented in 5
public sessions. Public accounted for 123 people, and the
large participation of Brazilians should be highlighted,
despite the difficulties faced by universities. The Spanish
participation also came to demonstrate that the Portuguese-
Brazilian Conferences have been growing in recognition
within these close peers and that this platform has served
to bring academic and research approaches closer together.

The publication of this thematic issue by the journal
Conservar Patrimoénio contributes to the valorisation of these
Conferences through the dissemination of the works there
presented and to a subsequent consolidation of the area.
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
